ACRONIM is now up and running on-line: go to www.euclid.co.uk and click on DICE/ACRONIM.

 

ACRONIM is an on-line searchable database of cultural research and documentation from across the world – books, reports, journal articles, conference papers, monographs, post-graduate theses.  

The search and submit facilities are initially available in English, French and Spanish.  Other languages may be added later.

ACRONIM complements DICE, EUCLID’s regular electronic bulletin of updates of cultural research and information on cultural research agencies, forthcoming conferences, etc. (more information below)

ACRONIM and DICE are now both available as FREE services – anyone can directly submit information on an item of cultural research they have undertaken or are working on or have published or have commissioned or have financed.  And anyone can search the ACRONIM database with the password you receive when you register to receive the DICE bulletin.

 

Nearly 3000 items are on-line already with basic details, and this information will be expanded in due course.  Anyone anywhere is now welcome to submit details of their own cultural research or documentation – or to submit more details for submissions that we have already entered.

All entries are coded using a range of criteria to make it easy to search for items of interest – including cultural areas, themes, academic disciplines, geographical coverage, dates of publication, and many others – and you can use key words in a search, too – for example, you can search using part or all of the name of the publication, or the author, or the organization who has published, commissioned or funded the item, or part or all of the name of the journal in which an article was published or the conference at which a paper was presented.

Although ACRONIM does not contain the full text of any item, full contact details of how to access or obtain any item can be entered, including a web-site address.

In addition, there is the facility for the circulation of immediate news and announcements to all those registered.
