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The Proposal for NCAF Arts Professional Grant:

Asia Culture and Art Professional Exchange Program 

Foreword
The National Culture and Arts Foundation（NCAF） is a non-profit organization for promoting and nurturing culture and arts in Taiwan. To fulfill this mandate, the NCAF offers a broad range of grants to professional artists, arts groups and organizations in cultural heritage, music, dance, fine arts, drama, literature, folk arts, media arts, interdisciplinary, private museum and integrated literary-artistic promotion. We believe that training the arts professional is an essential strategy to enhance the standard of a country’s culture and arts, therefore, since 1999 we have provided two special grant programs which emphasis on art administration and engage with international network.

The NCAF Arts Professional Grant Program is a long-term program （three to four months） which is cooperated with Fulbright Foundation, and supports the grantee to U.S. for advanced training, including visit, study, intern, research …etc. France/Taiwan Art Professional Exchange Program is a short-term program （two weeks）which works with the French Ministry of Culture and Maison des Cultures Du Monde, and exchanges grantee for Taiwan and France in each other year. In addition to continually executing the previous programs, the NCAF would like to extend the exchange program in Asia.
Purpose
The aim of the Asia Culture and Art Professional Exchange Program is to share knowledge and experience of culture industry, and to facilitate the engagement with arts communities in Asia world.  
The Current Scheme

The NCAF looks for the cooperative counterpart in Asia, which could coordinate to arrange proper training institutions and schedule based on the request of the topic of the Program, and provide administrative and counseling services during the visiting as well.

Feature of the Scheme

1 The NCAF and cooperative foreign organization exchange grantee for about two weeks in each other year.

2 The NCAF and cooperative foreign organization based on the need of each organization to set up the topic of the Asia Culture and Art Professional Exchange Program for each year. 
The possible topic: creative industries, culture heritage, research of cultural industries, fund raising, art activities, culture policy-making, professional art education, etc. 
3 The NCAF and cooperative foreign organization have to provide the grantee administrative and counseling services during the period of the visiting.

4 In order to expansion of the Scheme’s benefit, after grantee return Taiwan, the NCAF will follow up their further development, hold lectures or workshop to share experiences of culture exchange, and build access to the arts environment.

Number of Grantee and Cost

The NCAF will base on the topic to select two senior art and culture related researchers as the NCAF grantee. The NCAF will provide them round-trip flight fare, insurance, housing rental, allowance and translation fee. The cooperative foreign organization can decide the number of grantee and have to offer all the cost for their visiting.
